What are unbundled legal services?

Lawyers typically work on a case from beginning to end. A lawyer providing unbundled
legal services works on and charges you for only those tasks that you agree to in
advance. Unbundled legal services are becoming a more popular and less expensive way
to help separating families in family court.

What can a lawyer providing unbundled legal services do?

A lawyer providing unbundled services can:

e Write your divorce petition, that you can then file on your own;

e Write the letters and other legal documents that are needed for your case;
e Review settlement agreements;

e Help you with your parenting time schedule;

e Help you complete financial papers;

e Represent you in court.



How do unbundled legal services work with dispute resolution processes?

Unbundled legal services can also help you in dispute resolution processes, such as
mediation or parenting coordination, that are designed to help you resolve conflicts
outside of the courtroom. When they are successful, dispute resolution processes allow
you and your former partner to make your own decisions about separation and divorce.
This may be better than having a judge make a decision because he or she does not know
your family as well as you do.

Making your own decisions in a dispute resolution process has many advantages, but
many people are worried about doing so without the help of a lawyer. This is especially
true if the other person has a lawyer. Just like court, dispute resolution processes can be
confusing if you do not know how they work. This can make it hard to take part in the
process because you may fear that you will make a mistake or give up too much.

Having the advice of a lawyer can help you understand the tasks you need to do and give
you more confidence in the process.

How can unbundled legal services help the dispute resolution process?

When you are participating in a dispute resolution process, a lawyer providing
unbundled legal services might help you understand:

e The rules of the dispute resolution process;

e The role of the mediator or facilitator;

e How to prepare for the process;

e Whether the process is confidential;

e How an agreement can become a court settlement;

e What happens if you do not reach an agreement;

e Any documents or information you will need;

e The issues that you will discuss;

e How much time you will have to explain your concerns;
e How to present yourself during the process.

A lawyer who understands the dispute resolution process can help you do a better job to
protect yourself and your children, and to be more informed and prepared. As a result,
your family separation may cost less. It may also prevent you and your family from
going through a costly, time-consuming, and emotionally difficult court process.



What are some of the challenges of unbundled legal services?

Unbundled legal services are not for everyone. It is important for you to think about
whether unbundled legal services can work for your family. Some questions to ask
include:

e Can my case be broken down into small steps, easily divided between me and my
lawyer?

e Are there complicated issues that cannot easily be split between me and my
lawyer?

e Are there important deadlines approaching that I am not able to meet?

The more complicated your case is, the harder it might be to divide into separate parts.
As you decide whether to use unbundled legal services, you should think about and talk
with the lawyers you might hire about how unbundled services can work in your case.
